ROBERTS ARENA RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. NO Smoking in any area of Roberts Arena especially inside and outside stall areas.

2. All motor vehicles and trailers will park in designated parking areas only

NO parking is allowed behind any of the barns or indoor arenas for fire safety. Short-term parking will be allowed at doors nearest to assigned stalls for loading and unloading purposes only.

3. Designated camper parking is provided and required. Separate designated areas are provided for cars and all drop trailers.

4. Alcoholic beverages are prohibited on Roberts Arena property. Alcohol sales are prohibited on Roberts Arena property.

5. No scooters or 4-wheelers are allowed on any part of Roberts Arena. Golf carts and bicycles are allowed for transportation between barns and arenas; use in the arenas and barn areas are strictly prohibited.

6. Children under 10 must be accompanied by an adult.

7. ALL Pets must be kept on a leash. No animals are permitted in the café, restrooms, or Roberts Hall. Owners are responsible for clean up of their pet.

8. Do not ride horses in stall areas.

9. Do not block aisle ways. These must remain accessible at all times.

10. Post any advertising on designated corkboards only. Do not post on walls.

11. Straw is prohibited. Only wood shavings are permitted.

12. Do not place manure in trash receptacles. Manure bins will be clearly marked and available. DO NOT place trash in Manure bins.

13. All stall decorations; feed and water buckets must be removed entirely.

14. No open flames are allowed in any part of the facility.

15. No Soliciting. All vendors must be registered at the show office with proper vendor documentation.

16. Any person on the premises of Roberts Arena that engages in conduct that presents a risk of physical harm to his or herself or presents a risk of physical harm to others including animals, may be removed from the facility immediately for the duration of the show.
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RULES AND INFORMATION

· EVERY CLASS OFFERED HEREIN WHICH IS COVERED BY THE RULES AND SPECIFICATIONS OF THE CURRENT UNITED STATES EQUESTRIAN FEDERATION (USEF) RULE BOOK AND/OR RULES OF THE UNITED STATES DRESSAGE FEDERATION (USDF) WILL BE CONDUCTED AND JUDGED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THOSE RULES. The Parent(s)/legal guardian(s),or individual who signs the entry blank as parent(s), or legal guardian of  a  minor operating a motorized vehicle in violation of this rule are solely responsible for any damages,claims, losses or action resulting from this operation, 
· Management reserves the right to change or alter the officials listed without notice prior to or during the show.

· Copies of current American Morgan Horse Association (AMHA) and USEF membership cards and proof of horse registration must be presented with entries before back numbers are issued.
· Horses shown at this show must be registered with the American Morgan Horse Association, Inc., the Canadian Morgan Horse Association, or the British Morgan Horse Society and must be entered under their full registered name and registration number, or if under one year of age, be eligible for registration. Horses must be entered under the names of the owner(s) or lessee of record with AMHA, CMHA, or BMHS. A copy of the registration papers showing recorded ownership or proof of lease must be submitted with entry form at the time of making entry.

AMHA MEDAL CLASSES

Exhibitors in AMHA Medal Classes must be AMHA members in good standing. 
Riders in the Saddle Seat, Western Seat, Hunter Seat on the Flat, Reining Seat, Hunter Seat over Fences and Dressage Seat classes must be under 22 years of age as of December 1st of the competition year. BOD 1/23/11 Effective 4/1/11
AMHA MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS

Life, general, junior and family members of AMHA shall be eligible to participate in all regional show classes.  A non-member of AMHA may participate as a rider, driver, handler, owner, lessee, agent or trainer at regional shows by paying a non-member fee of $30.00. Participants in the following classes are exempted from the requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot (11 years and under) and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson program); and 6) USDF Introductory Level tests, Pas de Deux and quadrille classes. Also exempted from this requirement are residents of other nations who are members in good standing of their national federation.
ACCOUNTS

All entries must be accompanied by a check or money order payable to OMHA and mailed to the show secretary. All accounts must be paid at the horse show office before back numbers will be issued. A SIGNED open check must be left in the office prior to numbers being issued in the case of post entries.

ADMISSION OF HORSES

No one will be admitted to the grounds before 8:00 am. Thursday morning, August 10, 2011. Anyone wishing to enter before this time MUST contact the stall manager.  Early arrival fee is $15.00 per horse per day.

BEDDING

Shavings will be available at $7.50 per bale with paid pre-entry form, $8.50 per bale at the show.  Use of straw is prohibited.
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CAMPER FEES

Camper spots with electric, water and sewer are available at $70.00 for 3 nights and additional nights at $30.00 each.

CHAMPIONSHIPS

To be eligible for an Open Championship, the horse must have been entered, shown and judged in any class of the appropriate divisions (see division breakdown for list of qualifying classes). To be eligible for an Amateur Championship, the horse must have been entered, shown and judged in an amateur class of the appropriate division or the ladies class with an amateur showing.  Entries in championship classes must be made and fees paid, one-hour prior to the session in which the class is to be shown. 

CROSS ENTERING

A horse maybe entered in both the Classic and English Pleasure Divisions provided all class and shoeing requirements are met.

DIVISION, CANCELLATION OR COMBINATION OF CLASSES

The Show Committee reserves the right to cancel any class where there are less than four (4) entries, to combine or divide any class or classes, should the best interest of the show require it. Saddle classes will be split at 21 exhibitors and harness classes will be split at 14 exhibitors.
ENTRY REGULATIONS

Entry blanks must be completed in full, signed and accompanied by full payment along with copies of the horse s registration papers a copies of current USEF and AMHA membership cards. Entries may not be processed without the proper paperwork being completed. The show committee is not responsible for errors on entry blanks. All entry blanks must be signed by owner and exhibitor and trainer or authorized agent.
HEALTH REQUIREMENTS: STATE OF OHIO 

Each equine brought into the state of Ohio:

· Shall be accompanied by a certificate of veterinary inspection issued at the point of origin immediately prior to entering Ohio, certifying that they have been given a careful, clinical inspection and been found free of symptoms of any dangerously infectious, contagious, communicable disease or known exposure thereto. Rectal temperature at the time of examination must be recorded on the certificate of veterinary inspection and

· If twelve months of age or more, shall be accompanied by evidence that the identified animal was negative to an official test for the disease, equine infectious anemia, conducted by a laboratory approved by the United States Department of Agriculture.   This test must have been conducted within the twelve-month period preceding the date of importation into Ohio.

· Upon request by an authorized representative of the Ohio Department of Agriculture, the person responsible for each equine must make available a chronological list of dates, places and events this animal has attended within thirty days prior to entry.

· All equine imported into Ohio from a state where the existence of the disease, Venezuelan Equine Encephalomyelitis, “VEE”, has been confirmed within the proceeding twelve months prior to the date of importation into Ohio shall have been vaccinated against VEE, by a licensed and accredited veterinarian, not less than fourteen days and no more that twelve months preceding the date of importation, and shall be subject to inspection and quarantine upon arrival at destination.

GENTLEMEN’S CLASSES

Limited to adults, 18 years and over

HELMETS

Effective March 21, 2011 for Leadline entrants:  Protective headgear must be worn by riders in lead line classes at all times while mounted.

LADIES CLASSES

Limited to adults, 18 years and over.
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MOTORIZED VEHICLES

Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters or farm utility vehicles on the competition grounds of licensed competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the above-described motorized vehicles as long as an adult with a valid driver’s license accompanies them.  Violations of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from- the competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and charges being filed against any of the above individuals in accordance with Chapter 6. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.
POST ENTRIES

Horses entered after closing date will be accepted in all classes at $12.00 per horse. 

REFUNDS

Exhibitors canceling entries for any reason after the official closing date shall forfeit their stall fees. After arrival on the grounds horses withdrawn from a class without a certificate from the official horse show veterinarian will forfeit their entry fee.  NO EXCEPTIONS. Such certificate when obtained must be on file with the secretary of the show not later than 1 hour prior to the session in which the class is shown. There will be an office fee of $15.00 on refunds.

RESPONSIBILITY

The Buckeye Morgan challenge will in no way be responsible for any loss or damage that may occur the exhibitor shall hold the Horse Show blameless for any loss, accident of horse, equipment stolen and will not be responsible or liable for injury sustained in any way to exhibitors, spectators, employee or any other interested parties.

RING PROCEDURE AND CONDUCT

Exhibitors will be allowed a maximum of two minutes to enter the ring from the time the first horse enters the ring for a class. The show committee will appoint an official timer.  All exhibitors and attendants must be properly attired in all classes and strictly adhere to the conditions governing class appointments, as stated by the USEF 2012 Rule Book. 

SHARPS DISPOSAL

Competition management shall place a minimum of one sharps container per each competition whether or not stabling is provided. Additionally, at least one sharps container per fifty occupied stalls for the disposal of needles and other disposable sharp instruments in convenient locations in barns housing competition horses. It is competition management’s responsibility to replace such containers when full and dispose of them properly. Competition management may fine any individuals including trainers, owners, exhibitors, or their agents up to $100 for improper disposal of needles or other sharp disposable instruments.
SHOW SECRETARY 

· Exhibitors/Trainers with ten (10) or more horses are encouraged to make an appointment with the show secretary to expedite the processing of their entries. Contact Marilyn Ackerman at (315) 945-5398 or dakota003@localnet.com prior to the show for an appointment or make arrangements upon your arrival.

· Show office hours will be posted at the office entrance.

STALL ASSIGNMENTS

Stall assignments will be available at the Barn Manager’s office located in the secretary’s office. There will be no first bedding.  PLEASE NOTE THAT NO STALLS WILL BE RESERVED WITHOUT PAYMENT.  Requests for stabling with an exhibitor or trainer must have mutual requests on both entry blanks.  All stalls are under roof.  Stall doors are 
provided for all stalls. Outlets are in all barns and water is available. 

USEF ENTRY AGREEMENT
By entering a Federation-licensed Competition and signing this entry blank as the Owner, Lessee, Trainer, Manager, Agent, Coach, Driver, Rider, Handler, Vaulter or Longeur and on behalf of myself and my principals, representatives, employees and agents, I agree that I am subject to the Bylaws and Rules of The United States Equestrian Federation, Inc. (the “Federation”) and the local rules of the competition. I agree to be bound by the Bylaws and Rules of the Federation and of the competition. I will accept as final the decision of the Hearing Committee on any question arising under the Rules, and agree to release and hold harmless the competition, the Federation, their officials, directors and employees for any action taken under the Rules.  I represent that I am eligible to enter and/or participate under the Rules, and every horse I am entering is eligible as entered. I also agree that as a condition of and in consideration of acceptance of entry, the Federation and/or the Competition may use or assign photographs, videos, audios, cable - casts, broadcasts, internet, film, new media or other likenesses of me and my horse taken during the course of the competition for the promotion, coverage or benefit of the competition, sport, or the Federation. Those likenesses shall not be used to advertise a product and they may not be used in such a way as to jeopardize amateur status. I hereby expressly and irrevocably waive and release any rights in connection with such use, including any claim to compensation, invasion of privacy, right of publicity, or to misappropriation. The laws of the State of New York govern the construction and application of Federation rules, and any action instituted against the Federation must be filed in New York State. See GR908.4. EC 9/21/09 Effective 12/1/09

USEF FEES

The USEF fee of $16.00 per horse will be assessed which includes the $8.00 Drug and Medications fee and the $8.00 competition fee.

In addition all participants (rider, driver, handler, owner, trainer, agent or lessee) must present to the competition secretary a current USEF membership card or copy thereof or pay the $30.00 non-member fee. In the event a participant does not have his/her card or copy, he/she must show proof of their USEF membership or pay the $30.00 non-member fee.

USEF MEMBERSHIP RULE

Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A nonmember may participate as a handler, rider driver, owner, lessee, agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving Competitions upon payment of a $30 nonmember registration fee. Participants in the following classes are exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions. 8) Opportunity classes, 9) citizens of other nations who have proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of their own National Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes.
