OMHA High Point Award System      2012
Qualifications:
1) Before points can be scored, the horse must be registered with the AMHA.  The horse owner, exhibitor, rider, or driver, or handler must be a member in good standing of OMHA.   In addition, each horse and junior exhibitor must be nominated to the high point program by submitting a nomination form and $7 nomination fee to the high point secretary before points can accumulate. 
2) Winners shall be those horses or riders that scored the highest number of points in their division for the program year.  

3) The entry must earn points in classes at three or more approved shows, or accumulate 18 points in the division to qualify for a high point award.

Change of Ownership:
Points shall remain with the horse and shall continue to be scored providing the new owner is a member of OMHA, except equitation points, which will remain with the rider.

Championship classes will have the same value as regular classes.

The high point secretary, in conjunction with the OMHA board of directors will set the approved show list for the year’s program, and will determine the multiplying factor to be used for each show’s points.   This will be loosely based on the length of the show in days and the number of Morgan classes offered.
NEW FOR 2012:  We are trying something new!  In 2012, ANY SHOW COUNTS.  However, classes must be Registered Morgan classes.  All shows will count equally, with the exception of OMHA’s Buckeye Morgan Challenge which will count as double points.

A form from the website may be used to submit points or points may be entered online using the online form.
The deadline for reporting results to the high point secretary is as follows:
 

· The approved show list will be categorized by the month in which the show occurs.  The last day of a horse show will determine the calendar month that the show falls into.  For example, a show running from June 29 thru July 3 would be considered a “July” show.  
· A participant has until the last calendar day of the month after the month in which the show takes place to report results to the high point secretary.   In other words, if a show takes place in July, the points must be reported by the last day of August, or Aug. 31.  The exception is shows taking place in October, which must be reported by Oct. 31st for points to be processed.
· Once the deadline has past, points will no longer be awarded.

Other Considerations:
Should participants wish to add an approved show, or a new division, they can make a recommendation to the high point secretary or any board member for the following year’s program.
High Point awards for the year will be awarded in the following divisions at the OMHA Annual Awards Meeting in November or December.
For equitation points to be awarded, the rider must be competing on a Morgan horse.

Youth may qualify in the open division as well as the youth division.

Any classes not listed under the specific division listed herein are a restricted class unless such class has been coupled with a complimentary class to assure equal opportunity to show.  For example, “Horses 15 hands and over” and “Horses 15 hands and under” or “Ladies to ride or drive” and “Gentlemen to ride or drive.”  Limit or Novice classes will not count towards high point awards.  
New for 2011, being added on a trial basis:  Ladies Horse division.  Points won in any ladies class will be tabulated in this division, to award an overall Ladies High Point Horse.  This will continue for 2012.
New for 2012:  Ribbons awarded for classes that do not fall into any of the classes listed below can be submitted for points to be awarded in a “Miscellaneous” category.  So here is where you can get credit for those classes that didn’t fit previously, say for example “Road Hack” or “Gentlemen’s” or “Novice.”

To qualify for year end awards, one must show and place in at least three shows per division or accumulate 18 points in that division.  Youth can qualify in the open division as well.

Points to be awarded:  1st = 8 points;  2nd = 7 points;  3rd = 6 points;  4th = 5 points;  5th = 4 points;  

6th =  3 points;  7th = 2 points and 8th = 1 point.

New for 2012:  ANY SHOW COUNTS!  Classes must be for registered Morgans, but from any show – Academy to the Grand National!  All shows will have the same point value, with the exception of the OMHA’s own show, the Buckeye Morgan Challenge, which will count double.
